5. I knew that the project had been a waste of money.- I knew that money had been wasted on the project.(Passive voice)

6. They had to tidy the room before they could go out to play. – They couldn’t go out and play until they had tidied their rooms.(until + past perfect)

7. They don’t need much money to survive. – They can get by on very little money.(Phrasal verb)

8. Everyone thinks those two schools are the best. – Those two schools are thought to be the best.(Passive: Personal Construction)

9. Once I had the strength to lift this stone. – I used to have the strength to lift this stone.(used to)

10. They cancelled school because of heavy snow. – School was cancelled due to the heavy snow.(Passive + due to)

11. She took care of Peter during his recovery. – She took care of Pete while he was getting over a serious illness.(while + past continuous)
12. The number of earthquake survivors surprised us. – We were surprised to see how many people had survived the earthquake. (Passive)
13. After their day-long walk, the children were very tired. – The children were very tired because they had been walking all day. (past perfect continuous)
14. The news shocked Sarah. – Sarah was in shock when she heard the news.(expression)
15. He wasn’t able to handle the job. – He didn’t have the ability to handle the job.(be able to = have the ability to)
